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IRS Releases Additional Information Concerning Sequester

The Internal Revenue Service Office of Tax Exempt Bonds (the “/RS”) has announced a new sequester reduction in amounts
paid to issuers of direct pay bonds for which issuers elected to receive a direct payment from the U.S. Treasury pursuant to
Section 6431 of the Internal Revenue Code. The reduction applies to certain direct pay bonds, including: (i) Build America
Bonds (BABs), including Recovery Zone Economic Development Bonds (RZEDBs); (ii) Qualified Zone Academy Bonds
(QZABs); (iii) Qualified School Construction Bonds (QSCBs); (iv) Qualified Energy Conservation Bonds (QECBs); and (v) New
Clean Renewable Energy Bonds (NCREBSs). The reduction does not apply to tax credit bonds for which the holder of the bonds
receives a tax credit.

The sequester reduction for the federal fiscal year 2014 (October 1, 2013 through September 30, 2014) will be 7.2 percent.
The current reduction percentage differs from the 8.7 percent reduction applied to direct bond payments for federal fiscal year
2013, which ended on September 30, 2013. This means that payments processed by the IRS on or after October 1, 2013 and
on or before September 30, 2014 will be reduced by the sequestration rate of 7.2 percent, regardless of when the amounts
claimed by an issuer on any Form 8038-CP was filed with the IRS. The sequestration reduction rate will be applied unless and
until a law is enacted that cancels or otherwise impacts the sequester, at which time the sequestration reduction rate is subject
to change.

The IRS announcement states that issuers should complete Form 8038-CP in the manner provided by the Form 8038-CP
instructions, and that affected issuers will be notified by the IRS through correspondence that a portion of their requested
payment was subject to the sequester reduction. Issuers should use this correspondence to identify the portion(s) of amounts
that were subject to the sequester reduction.

The current government shutdown will likely delay the processing of any Forms 8038-CP already submitted to the IRS, or
submitted during the government shutdown.
